225/24 UPDATE FROM NYC REPRESENTATIVE

There will be a 4.99% increase in Council tax across the whole of North Yorkshire.
North Yorkshire Council are introducing a tax in second homes from 01.04.2024
The Council are to build more affordable homes in North Yorkshire

Council tax will rise by 4.99% next year. Less than 10 people voted for councillor Brown's motion to
spend less on marketing and more on bus services
